® VISIT TO ASAN BARRAGE [29TH MARCH 2022]

ASAN BARRAGE: Asan River, 28 km, Northwest of Dehradun in Uttrakhand. We
saw fruit bats and many species birds (Blue Whistling Thrush,Grey Wagtail, Greater
Spotted Eagle, White-browed Wagtail,, Painted Stork, Blue Rock Thrush) and trees.

Asan Barrage serves as a winter passage halt for trans-Himalayan migratory birds.
These birds are spotted here on their way to southern India (October-November)
and again on their way back (late February-March).

e VISIT TO VISIT TO SAHASTRADHARA [29™ MARCH 2022]

SAHASTRADHARA : Sahastradhara which literally means Thousand fold spring’ is
a famous tourist spot in Dehradun. At the Baldi river, Sahastradhara is located at

14 km from Dehradun city. Tourists visit Sahastradhara in large numbers to watch
beauty of waterfalls and caves.

RISHIKESH: Rishikesh is a city in India’s Northern state of Uttrakhand, in the
Himalayans foothills beside the Ganges River. It lies 24 km north of the city
Haridwar and 45 km southeast of the state capital Dehradun.
